COURSES AND WORKSHOPS

from 5 to 7 May and from 16 to 18 June

Following interrupted paths: A theater in places

Curated by Sarah Chiarcos and Paolo Giorgio of Collettivo Circolo Bergman

This workshop is aimed at artists, cultural operators and theater organizers. It is an opportunity to discuss,
to practice observation exercises, audience development and writing exercises. Furthermore, it is an
opportunity to develop intervention projects in the field of site-specific performance as well as participatory
and community theatre. Starting from the work of the Circolo Bergman collective, which has been working
in this field since 2015, different techniques will be explored to work in close contact with the genius loci of
the spaces we go through and inhabit.
